Gabi recently spoke to 5 

high school feminist clubs and presented 

about high school feminism at the Wāhine 

Kākano NZ Young Women’s Festival.  

Gabi also enjoyed presenting to over 300 students 

at Pasadena Intermediate on gender stereotypes. 

The intermediate students were so engaged with 

the topic that they continued to discuss gender 

stereotypes when they returned to their 

classrooms. 

Many of the school students have described Gabi’s talks as “inspirational.” In one 

student’s feedback, her take away message was “feminism only works when it’s 

intersectional – go forth and conquer!”
